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Mounting The FieldBlock Enclosure

1. Locate the position where the FieldBlock enclosure will be mounted.  Ensure that hinged cover of the unit will have sufficient

clearance to be opened.

Attaching Cables and Connectors

2. Follow all applicable NEC codes and other regulations. 

Installing & Removing Cover
1.   To insure NEMA 4, 4X and 6 ratings are maintained the cover must be completely closed and the gasket sealed to keep out

water.
2. Tighten cover screws to 05-30 inch lbs.
